Widely considered
to be one of the most
influential figures in inter-
national public life, Condoleezza
Rice shares her perspectives on the
progress achieved and challenges
ahead in efforts to promote civil
rights for all. Never one to shy
away from controversy, Rice will be
taking on her critics with a point-
by-point defense of her record,
addressing why abandoning inter-
national human rights treaties was
a difficult, but necessary, decision
in the long march toward civil
liberties for all.

Condoleezza Rice has been a light-
ening rod regarding the strategic
denial of due process in the case of
“bad guys’; her very invitation to

campus has provoked contro-
versy. Soit shows the strength of
the University, and its commit-
ment to the freedom of speech,
that she be part of a lecture
series explicitly devoted to civil
rights. Whether torture is neces-
sarily at odds with the Fourth,
Fifth, Eighth, and Fourteenth
Amendments is open to discus-
sion, and the University of Min-
nesota is the ideal place for that
discussion. Should an official
responsible for torture be tried
for war crimes, as our treaties
require, or are treaties obsolete?

The 2014 Distinguished Carlson
Lecture featuring Condoleezza
Rice coincides with the Hum-
phrey School of Public Affairs'
reflection on the 50th anniver-
sary of the 1964 Civil Rights Act.
